Procedure: 

 Follow your Dept. procedures for risk assessment/training/PPE/equipment/facilities/NAPRA level 

1. Crush tablets in the mortar to a fine powder with a pestle, or, soak tablets in glycerin and a small amount of
vehicle for at least 120 minutes.

2. Add glycerin and a small amount of vehicle to crushed powder and levigate to a smooth paste with a pestle.
soaked tablets, then levigate tablets into a smooth paste with a pestle. Continue to levigate as vehicle is added in
small amounts until a liquid is formed.

3. Transfer liquid contents from mortar to graduate.

4. Use a small amount of vehicle to rinse mortar and add it to graduate.

5. Use vehicle to q.s. to the final volume. Stir well.

6. Transfer to amber bottle and label.
