Continue to levigate as
vehicle is added in small amounts until a liquid is formed.

3. Transfer liquid contents from mortar to graduate.

4. Use a small amount of vehicle to rinse mortar and add it to graduate.
6. Use vehicle to g.s. to the final volume. Stir well.

7. Transfer to amber bottle. Label.
